Partial sentence: A sentence that is not technically complete, but it completes the sentence it follows.

TWM example: He began to see doctors. Lots of them.

Dialogue- Any written form of conversation between two or more speakers. Dialogue generally serves two main purposes: to advance the plot and to reveal character.

TWM example: 

“We need to check this further,” the doctors said, looking over his results.

“Why?” Morrie asked. “What is it?”

“We’re not sure. Your times are slow.”

Parallel sentence structure- Parallel structure reflects sentence elements that are alike in function as well as in construction.  Parallel structure appears at all writing levels: in headings in tables of contents

in topic sentences of related paragraphs, in series within a sentence, and in lists.
TWM example: That was the end of his driving. 

He kept tripping, so he purchased a cane. That was the end of his walking free….That was the end of his privacy.
